Currently, there are over 70 pastors serving churches in WWas:
Virginia who are graduates of the BWSCS. And there ars
hundred more who have taken classes and answered God's call
to serve in other ministry roles in the local church and on th=
mission field.

The BWSCS offers multiple degree tracks to fit your level of
interest, including a three-year Pastoral Ministry Diploma and two-
year Certificates in General Studies, Teaching or Lay Ministry. If
you are not interested in completing a degree track, you can also
just select individual classes and attend them for audit.

And coming this fall, the BWSCS will be offering an Advanced
Certificate in Missions track that will explore the biblical,
theological, historical and practical aspects of missions and
cross-cultural work. Learning to reach across differing cultures to
share the message of Jesus Christ is just as important in the local
community as it is in foreign countries.

Currently, there are weekly classes meeting in local churches
across the state, as well as several one-day classes being offered
on select Saturdays at Parchment Valley. Classes are also offered
digitally for those who need more flexibility or prefer online
learning. Flexibility and affordability are two goals of the BWSCS
as they seek to complete the mission of “bringing honor and glory
to God by developing quality church leaders through training that
will help them grow in spiritual maturity, biblical knowledge and
ministry skills.”

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Where Does the Russia Mission Partnership Go From Here?

The war has had a major impact on the WVBC Russia Mission Partnership.

What does the war in Ukraine mean for the future of the West
Virginia Baptist Convention’s Russia Mission Partnership? The
bloodshed continues day after day. The Russian government is
determined in its goals. Many Ukrainians are just as determined to
defend their land. Sanctions from the West upon Russia are heavy,
essentially closing down interaction with the United States. For
supporters of Russian missions, where do we go from here?

First, pray for the war to end. Our Russian brothers and sisters in
Christ share our abhorrence for the taking of human life. Anything
they may wish to share about peace, however, could be taken as
resistance to their government and punished severely.

Second, pray for reconciliation to begin. This conflict is more of a
civil war than a war between two sovereign countries. Families
within both Ukraine and Russia are deeply divided over whether
Ukrainians should be independent or a part of the Russian

nation. Even if the Russian military retreats, a bitter rift between
the two factions will remain.

Third, pray for wisdom for the WVBC/Russia leadership

team. The challenges for the parinership are enormous. In 2016,
the Russian government enacted a new, oppressive law that
prohibits mission team members from preaching or teaching. Any
kind of group ministry by foreigners could result in heavy fines,
including construction and renovation projects. With the outbreak
of COVID-19, mission trips were no longer feasible. Now with the
war in Ukraine, money transfers aren’t possible and
communication is restricted. Only the Economic Development
fund remains since the fund and the transfers all occur within
Ryazan.

Finally, pray for Russian Baptists. They face a severely strained
economy. The oppression by the government and the opposition
from the Russian Orthodox Church continues. Pray that they unite
in spiritual devotion to their Lord despite political division over
Ukraine. Pray that their boldness for the Lord Jesus remains
strong. Pray that God provides for their needs in absence of help
from international partners.

So, what does the war in Ukraine mean for the future of the West
Virginia Baptist Russia Mission Partnership? Only the Lord knows.
He is always faithful. For now, we pray, we wait and we see what
doors the Lord may open for greater ministry in the future.

Re-Missioning is All About Your Church’s Health

People visit the doctor for a variety of reasons. Some go whe
they know they are sick. Some go for annual or semi-annuz
checkups. Some go when they are not feeling quite right and
want to find out why. The bottom line is: your health is imporiant.
SO0 you must take it seriously.

For the better part of this year, you have heard the West Virginia
Baptist Convention (WVBC) staff use the term “re-missioning.~

The church’s mission is the Great Commission, but sometimes we
become focused on other things and the original mission,
unintentionally, gets neglected. Re-missioning is intended to

help churches return to the priority of the mission Jesus gave us.

However, in a recent conversation with some pastors, related to
the process of re-missioning, they offered the perspective that
re-missioning is really all about a church’s health. That perspective
challenged me to look at re-missioning much like | would a visit to
the doctor.

As a result of your visit, the doctor might tell you that you are the
picture of health and encourage you to continue to do those
things that keep you healthy. The doctor could also run some
tests to help you figure out why you are not feeling quite right.
In some cases, the doctor might prescribe medication, or even
recommend surgery necessary to return you to health.

We, the staff of the WVBC, are interested in the health of our
churches. After all, each one is family! Because of that, we want to
partner with others in our WVBC family who have a passion for
church health to develop a consistent and comprehensive way for
our churches to get a diagnosis and take corrective action if
necessary. You will hear more about that in the very near future.

A visit to the doctor requires an individual to realize the
importance of their health and possess a desire to do what it
takes to improve it and then maintain it with regular checkups.

It is important that the church, with the guidance of the Holy Spirit
and the help of others, do the same.
